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SAN FRANCISCO REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY HONORED BY STATEWIDE ASSOCIATION WITH AWARD OF EXCELLENCE FOR ITS MISSION CREEK SENIOR COMMUNITY
Completed in March 2006, Mission Creek Senior Community is part of the San Francisco Redevelopment Agency’s efforts to create affordable housing in Mission Bay.  Mission Creek brings together a mixed-use affordable housing community serving 78 independent seniors, 10 seniors living with HIV/AIDS, and 51 frail seniors who were at risk of becoming homeless.  

This high density project includes a large community gathering space, commercial/retail space, and a branch library.  Plus, it is located adjacent to public transit.  Mission Creek also includes an on-site adult day health center, which provides skilled nursing, occupational and physical therapy, and personal care to in-house and neighborhood residents.  In addition, Mission Creek includes a number of green and sustainable elements, including a photovoltaic system, landscaping designed for low water usage and water reclamation, extensive use of recycled materials, and recycling of a large percentage of the construction waste.  

Mercy Housing California is the developer, Mercy Services Corporation provides property management and residential support services, and North and South of Market Adult Day Health Center operates the on-site adult day health center. 

Mission Creek was funded with tax-exempt bonds, tax increment financing, Community Development Block Grant, Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS, State Multifamily Housing Program, State Low Income Housing Tax Credits, Northern California Community Loan Fund, and a Bank of America loan through the Federal Home Loan Bank’s Affordable Housing Program. 

Mission Creek is not just a senior low-rent housing community but a special type of senior housing that is program-enriched.  Its impact goes far beyond the 139 very low-income senior households by creating a sense of pride and stewardship to senior residents in the community. 
Representatives of the San Francisco Redevelopment Agency will receive their CRA AWARD OF EXCELLENCE at the 2008 CRA Annual Conference and Expo in Anaheim on March 26.  The ceremony will be held from 12:00 to 2:00 pm in the Grand Ballroom at the Disneyland Hotel.
